Regulations

The following rules and regulations apply to all sections in this
Prize Book. Additional rules and regulations applicable to a
specific section or group of sections are noted as required
elsewhere in this book.

Violation Of Rules

Any exhibitor who violates any of the following rules or any rules
printed in any of the sections of the Prize Book shall be liable,
upon the decision of the Executive Committee, to the forfeiture
of any and all prizes, prize money, and awards which may have
been awarded to the exhibitor as well as any entry fees that
may have been paid, whether for any entry shown before or
after such violation and such exhibitor may be barred from
showing at the Markham Fair for such period
as the Executive may determine.

Liability

All exhibits shall be under the control and direction of the
Society but solely at the risk of the exhibitor. The Society will not
be responsible for damage, injury, loss, or theft of any exhibit,
regardless of the cause of such damage, injury or theft. Each
exhibitor will be solely responsible for any article exhibited by
him/her and shall indemnify the Society against all legal or other
proceedings in regard thereto.

Photographs

Markham Fair Committee Members will be photographing
various events during Markham Fair. The images captured may
be used by Markham Fair for record-keeping, advertising, and
promotion of Markham Fair. By entering a competition at
Markham Fair, you consent to the use of your photograph solely
by Markham Fair.

Closing Date For Entry Forms

The closing date for entry forms is Thursday, September 19th,
2024 by 8:00 pm except where otherwise noted for a specific
Section. This date will be strictly enforced. Entry forms will be

accepted from Thursday, August 1st, 2024 to Thursday,
September 19th, 2024.

Making Entries

All entries must be made through the Markham Fair
AssistExpo website (https://www.assistexpo.ca/markham-fair)
or on official paper entry forms and in accordance with
instructions on same, or in the Prize Book, giving all information
requested. Each exhibitor must have his/her own entry form.
We recommend you complete your entries through the online
Markham Fair AssistExpo website. If you prefer to use paper
forms, they may be downloaded from the Markham Fair website
at www.markhamfair.ca or obtained from the Markham Fair
Office. Each entry form must be signed by the exhibitor online
or forwarded to the Markham Fair Office (unless otherwise
stated) so as to be received on or by September 19th, 2024,
8:00 pm (Entry tags should be ready for pick-up by the
following Thursday). After September 19th, 2024, no
additional entries or changes to entries can be accepted.

Exhibitor Entry Fee

All exhibitors are required to pay a $5.00 exhibitor fee. All
exhibitors will pay 25 cents per entry (unless otherwise stated).
This money must accompany your entry form. Please make
cheques payable to Markham Fair. Visa, MasterCard accepted
for $10.00 or more.
NOTE: All entry fees are returned as prize money.

Payment Of Prize Money

Prize money will be paid by cheque and mailed within 60 days
after the close of the Markham Fair. No payment of prize money
will be made at Fair time.

Applying For Prize Money

Exhibitors who do not receive their prize money by December
1st, 2024 should apply in writing to the Secretary-Treasurer,
Markham Fair Office, on or before December 10th, 2024.

Erroneous Entries

The Society reserves the right to refuse any entry fee paid
without being liable for compensation. If an exhibit has been
entered in an improper Class of a Section, the Committee
Chairperson may transfer the exhibit to the proper Class
previous to judging.

Protests

Any exhibitor lodging a protest must make it in writing. This
protest must be received by the Markham Fair Office before
6:00 pm on the date in which the entry concerned was shown,
or no later than the last day of the Fair. It must be
accompanied by a deposit of $5.00 which will be forfeited to the
Society if the said protest is not sustained. (The deposit will be
$25.00 for all horse, cattle, sheep, and goat Sections.)

Arrival Of Exhibits

All exhibits must be in place, with all non-relevant material
cleared away, at the times stated for that particular Section or
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group of Sections. These exhibits must remain in place until the
time authorized for their removal. Any violation of this rule will
cause forfeiture of all premiums earned by the exhibitor. Late
arrivals will not be permitted to take part in the competition.

Offensive Or Dangerous Exhibits

Under no circumstances will an article, which is offensive by
reason of odour or appearance or which is dangerous by reason
of combustible or explosive character, be accepted or admitted.

Judging

Committee Chairpersons are responsible for making sure that
their Judges are familiar with all Rules and Regulations
pertaining to Markham Fair in general and to their Section in
particular.

Unworthy Exhibits

Judges must not award prizes to unworthy exhibits. It is the
intention of the Markham Fair to give no distinction or premium
of any kind to an article that is not deserving of such awards.

Competition

In the absence of any competition in a Class for reason of
number of exhibits or inferior quality, the Judge will exercise
his/her discretion as to whether a 1st, 2nd or any premium will
be awarded. No ties will be allowed.

Decision Of Judges/Committee

No exhibitor shall interfere with the judges, Committee
Members, or judging process in any way, nor shall said exhibitor
permit any agent or anyone working on his behalf to show
disrespect to any Judge. The decision of the Judge shall be final
in all cases, except where fraud, misrepresentation, or collusion
is proven. In such cases, the Executive Committee shall make
the final decision.

Exhibitor Passes

Two passes per exhibitor will only be available at the same time
that exhibits are brought into the appropriate building location. A
committee member will stamp the stub of the entry tag which
the exhibitor will then take to the Main Office in order to retrieve
the passes.

Prize Ribbons

Prize ribbons shall be awarded accordingly: 1st - red, 2nd -
blue, 3rd - white, 4th - yellow, 5th - green, 6th - pink.

Weather

In the event of bad weather, with a consequent loss in gate
receipts, the Society reserves the right to pay a percentage of
the prize money.

Pets

No pets are allowed on the Fair Grounds, except pets taking
part in a Fair event, which must be leashed; and leashed
working animals required to assist disabled people.

Errors

The Society will not be responsible for any errors, printing or
otherwise, in this Prize Book.

• Flowers should have good colour, be fresh, not wilted, uniform
in size with strong, straight stems.
Annual: A herbaceous plant which normally completes its cycle
of seed in one year. To include tender perennials such as
pansies & snapdragons, that are plants called “Annuals” grown
as such in this region.
Biennial: A herbaceous plant which requires two growing
seasons to complete its normal growth e.g. from seed to seed.
Perennial: A herbaceous plant that lives more than two years.
The stem dies to the ground each fall. For example, phlox,
delphiniums, peonies, etc.
Spike: An upright stem carrying several flowers, usually with
short pedicels, such as gladiolus and snapdragon.
Stem Or Stalk: A plant structure carrying one or more flowers
and buds. It may be branched e.g. sweet peas, primulas, and
irises.
Spray: A branch of plant with a number of flowers, e.g.
chrysanthemum, climbing and floribunda roses, petunias, etc.

Ottawa Valley Horse Drawing Association Rules for 2024

1. All teams are subject to a drug test. Detailed explanation in
Rule#18 Section A-J
2. All teamsters / representatives must have proof of current
liability insurance for “horse pulling” in the amount of Two Million
Dollars ($2,000,000)
3. All teamsters / representatives and owners must be a paid up
participating member ($50.00) of OVHDA and in good standing
in order to draw in an OVHDA sanctioned pull.
4. There will be no alcoholic beverages used by the teamster /
representative, helpers or officials while in the drawing area. If it
is deemed that excessive drinking has taken place before or
during the horse pull, appropriate action will be taken.
5. All teams must be weighed the day of the draw on
association scales if available with halter and loose shank.
Absolutely no lifting and teams weigh only twice. If a person
argues about the weight of his team, he will have the choice to
draw in the heavy class or withdraw his team from the contest.
Scales will be open a minimum of 2½ hours prior to the
scheduled pull time and weighing can begin as soon as the
scales are set up. Lightweight teams weigh once per weekend
(Thursday – Monday) on OVHDA, CCHPA, EODHA or Northern
Draft Horse club scales and your team must enter and pull
when weighed at the first pull with the exception if a pull is
cancelled due inclement weather, weight slips will be honored.
Lightweight class is 3400 lb. and under with a grace of 25 lb.
and heavyweight class is over 3400 lb. A horse or team can
only draw in one class and must complete 2 draws to collect
hitch money where paid. Distance pullers can rent OVHDA
scales and their weigh slips will be accepted by OVHDA if team
weighs 3400 lb. and under.
6. Each teamster must pull to the end with no quitting and will
take 1 fair hitch on their last load. If a teamster / representative
chooses to quit, it must be declared before they start loading the
boat for the next round. If this is not done and he refuses to pull
on the last load, he will forfeit and not receive any prize money.
7. A teamster / representative is allowed to enter and drive more
than 1 team per class at OVHDA pulls and will draw for their
pulling order prior to the beginning of the contest.
8. When a team enters the pulling area with or without blinders,
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they must stay that way for the duration of the contest.
Adjustments to blinders during the pull are not allowed.
9. A) Length of a draw is 15 feet and a total of 5 minutes is
allowed to complete 2 draws. The stone boat is to be drawn one
way only however, can be drawn both ways for several rounds if
deemed safe by the judge and fair board committee. Side lines
are to be 18 ft. apart. If the boat is within 36” from the side lines
the next contestant can request to have the boat centered.
B) When it is a distance pull -- teams will be allowed 2 attempts
to pull the boat 15 ft. in one try. Their second attempt can be
taken where the boat is or back to the start line if the boat has
already been spotted.
Anything over a 4” chuck in A or B above will be classified as
one draw.

If he
chooses to start over, the boat will be placed at the start of the
course. Time to repair and break in harness will be determined
by the Judge.
12. All teams are to remain stationary in the holding area until
winners are determined. It is the responsibility of the teamster /
representative to ensure their horses are attended to at all
times.
13. A runaway or out of control team: 1st offence – horses will
automatically be eliminated from the contest and given a 5 pull
suspension followed by 5 pulls with the lines being tailed. 2nd
offence – horse(s) will be banned from pulling at OVHDA
sanctioned pulls. For both offence’s horses will be tested at the
expense of the teamster/representative and prize money will be
forfeited to OVHDA.
14. No non-member competitor will not be allowed to pull his
horses in another member’s name.
15. A draw will be disqualified if:
A) horse steps on or over the line or markers while hooked to
the boat and in motion
B) horses are beaten, lines are swung or foul language is used
C) helpers interfere in any way after horse are hitched
D) teamster / representative or helpers head the horses while
drawing or hitching
E) teamster / representative or helpers slap, push or touch the
horses with hands, lines or whiffletrees in the ring.
No check slaps will be allowed.
16. Any teamster / representative or helper will automatically be
ejected from the contest and all winning forfeited if :
A) he argues with the Judge
B) any abuse such as slashing, kicking or beating of horses
takes place while in the holding area. There will be no
chasing of horses around the ring. Decisions to be made by the
Judge or Committee.
17. All decisions made by the judge are final. All OVHDA judges
will be sanctioned by the Board of Directors before judging at
OVHDA horse pulls.

18. Detailed explanation of Rule #1 - Drug Testing
All teams are subject to a drug test at any time with NO DRUGS
OR STEROIDS to be allowed. Urine or blood samples only to
be taken. Testing to be done at random by a licensed
veterinarian or technician. Horses being tested are to be taken
to an isolated area when possible or are to be taken directly to
the drug testing area and then unharnessed. Horses and
teamster / representative to remain until the urine or blood
sample has been collected. A waiting time of 1½ hours is
compulsory and if a urine or blood sample has not been
collected within this limit, horses will be free to go. Teamster /
representative or other authorize person to remain with the
team at the drug testing area at all times. No team is to be left
unattended.
A) Teamster / representative will forfeit placing and prize
money.
B) The prize money for the teams tested must be given by the
fair board to OVHDA to hold until test results are received. If a
team tests positive, the prize money will go to OVHDA to defray
the cost of the test.
C) When a drug test is done, the fair board should not pay the
prize money until the tests have been cleared.
D) If there is a run-away or any damages caused by a team,
that team will be impounded and drug tested immediately with
the owner paying all costs. They will be placed last and will
forfeit their prize money and the team will also be suspended
from further contests until their drug test results are received.
E) Teamster / representative name and horses name to be
publicized in our monthly newsletter for a period of 1 year from
the date of the test results.
F) A letter will be sent to all fair boards advising them of a
positive test.
G) Any voting member if found guilty will lose voting privileges
in the Association for a period of 1 year.
H) *The teamster / representative will pay a fine of $1000 for 1st
offence, $2000 for 2nd offence and $4000 for 3rd offence and
there will be no suspension of horses or teamster /
representative once the fine is paid. Any open offences prior to
this change remain. All fines must be paid in cash.
I) A person under suspension is prohibited from driving, hitching
and/or helping in the ring once the contest has commenced.
J) Ottawa Valley Horse Drawing Association Inc. and Central
Canadian Horse Pulling Association will honor each other’s drug
testing penalties if there is a positive test.
19. A teamster / representative can request the help of another
teamster to tail the lines at the judge’s or any teamster’s
discretion.

Strawberry Jam Recipe
Ingredients:
- ¾ cup (170 ml) crushed strawberries
- 2 tsp (10 ml) lemon juice
- 2½ tsp (12 ml) BERNARDIN® Original Pectin
- ¾ cup (170 ml) sugar
Directions:
1. Place 4 clean 125 ml mason jars on a rack in a boiling
water canner. Cover jars with water and heat to a simmer.
Keep jars hot until ready to use.
2. Wash lids in hot, soapy water, dry, and set aside until
needed.
3. Wash, hull and crush strawberries, one layer at a time.
4. In a large pot stir together prepared fruit and pectin.
5. Measure sugar; set aside.
6. Bring strawberry mixture to a full rolling boil.
7. Add all of the sugar.
8. Stir constantly, return mixture to full BOIL.
9. Boil hard 1 minute.
10. Remove from heat, ladle hot jam into a hot jar to within 1/4
inch of top of jar.
11. Wipe jar rims clean, centre hot sealing disc, screw band
down to fingertip tight.
12. Return filled jars to rack in canner, making sure that all
jars are covered by at least one inch of water.
13. Cover canner and bring water to full rolling for 10 minutes.
14. Turn stove off, remove canner lid, wait 5 minutes, then
remove jars and place them upright on a protected work
surface to cool for 24 hours. DO NOT RETIGHTEN screw
bands.
15. After cooling check jar seals. Remove screw bands; wipe
and dry bands and jars.

Light Horse Show - Rules and Regulations

Note: Before entering any Class in the Light Horse Show
please refer to the General Rules and Regulations as well as
the following:

1. Every entry at a recognized Show shall constitute an
agreement with the person making it lessee, trainer, manager,
agent coach, driver, rider, and the horse shall be subject to the
constitution and the rules of the federation, the local rules of the
show and that every horse, rider and/or driver is eligible as
entered and that the owner and any of his representatives are
bound by the constitution and The Show, accept as final the
decision of The Hearing Committee on any question arising
under said rules and agree to hold the show, their officials,
directors, and employees harmless for any action taken.
2. Closing date of entries is October 1st, 2024 unless otherwise
stated under Class heading. Entries are to be made on online at
https://www.assistexpo.ca/markham-fair (or on a Horse
Show entry form sent to the Markham Fair Office). All fees
must be received with the entry form.
3. The Entry Fee in Line Classes is $5.00 per Horse or Pony per
Class entered, in Performance Classes is $5.00 per Horse or
Pony per Class entered, in Stake Classes is $10.00 per Horse
or Pony per Class entered, Unless Stated Otherwise Under
Class Heading.
4. No entry fee will be refunded without submission of a proper
certified Veterinary Certificate, which must be received by The
Show Manager for approval within 48 hours of completion of the
show.
5. No entry fee will be refunded after entries are made and the
Show is in progress.
6. Ribbons and/or Prize Money as designated will be awarded
in each Class.
7. In the event of the Show not having sufficient funds or entries
to pay prize money in full, the Show Manager reserves the right
to deduct the necessary percentage.
8. The Show Committee reserves the right to combine or cancel
Classes that do not fill.
9. The Judge has the power to rule out any entry that he
considers does not belong to the Class in which it is entered.
10. All other Markham Fair General Rules and Regulations also
apply and will be enforced by the Horse Show Committee.
11. No exhibitor shall be allowed to be present while the judges
are discharging duties. Any person who shall attempt to
interfere with the judges, directors, or officers of the Society, or
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who shall on the premises use any contemptuous or abusive
language to any judge, director, or officers shall forfeit his right
to any premiums to which he may be entitled, and shall be
excluded from exhibiting for one year thereafter; judges or
officers are particularly requested to immediately report any
breach of this rule. All disqualifications in this and the next
following rules may be published with their awards.
12. Upon the discovery of any fraud, deception, or dishonest
practice, either in the preparation of ownership, or any
fraudulent representation concerning any entry exhibited, the
directors shall have the power to withhold the payment of any or
all premiums awarded to the exhibitor proven to be guilty of
such offense.
13. The Show is operated under General Rules and Regulations
of Markham Fair. All other Classes will be governed by the
Breed Association rules and/or the rules of Markham Fair.
14. Classes will be called promptly. First call when second
Class ahead enters the ring. Second call when preceding Class
enters the ring. Third call while ribbons are being awarded in
preceding Class. Two minutes will be allowed after the first
horse in the Class enters the ring.
15. In the event due to an illness or failure of an official to attend
this Show or perform his duties, the Show Committee reserves
the right to substitute an official for the one who is officially
designated in the prize list.
16. Exhibitors are warned that any act of discourtesy or
disobedience to the officials on the part of the owner, groom,
rider - driver, or handler, will disqualify the horse from
adjudication. The management reserves to itself the right to
remove the horses, owner or groom, rider, and/or handler from
the Show without being liable for compensation or damages.
17. All horses doctored in any way, artificially, improperly or
unfairly prepared, or tampered with before coming into the
Show arena will be disqualified. If it is ascertained that any
exhibitor has made or caused to be made a false statement in
regard to any animal or article exhibited or shall attempt to
interfere with the judge in the performance of his/her duties,
he/she shall be excluded from competing or exhibiting.
18. All horses must be serviceably sound. In the case of
suspected unsoundness, the judges may, if they desire, have
the animal examined by the Veterinarian provided by the
committee; the Veterinarian’s decision shall be final. No
exhibitor may use another Veterinarian’s statement to contradict
the Judge’s decision.
19. No person shall be permitted to enter the arena except
participants in the Class, judges and their assistants, and the
Show photographer. Attendants will not be permitted in the
arena until summoned by the judge.
20. All events will start on schedule. Please have your horse “on
deck” one Class ahead of the one in which you are showing.
Any clothing or tack changes will have a five-minute time limit.
Ringmaster and announcer must be notified at least one Class
ahead.
21. Only vehicles and persons taking part in the Light Horse
Show will be permitted entrance through the horse gate. If the
Gate Attendant feels that this is abused he shall charge the
admission fee.

22. All exhibitors must pay an exhibitors fee of $5.00.
23. Whips And Use Of Whips: The Show management has set
this rule for this horse show.

In Classes which allow a tailer or second handler, a
whip may be carried 6’ in length including the cracker portion.
Any misuse of these whips in any manner, to either an animal,
exhibitor, spectator, gate attendant, judge, or any other persons,
will result in being excused from a Class or disqualification from
the Show. The Judge, Show steward, or Show manager will
give a warning first; if a second warning is required then
disqualification will be handed out and all prize money withheld
from the guilty party. There shall be no exceptions to this rule.
Driving Classes will be permitted to use a driving whip or buggy
whip only in their Classes. A judge may excuse an exhibitor at
any time from a Class or Show if he/she feels this rule is abused
in any manner, either in the show ring or out of the show ring.

Scott was born on February 22nd, 1994 to Phillip Redshaw and
Sherri (Tapscott). Scott was raised in Markham and Stouffville
but his connection to the land was inborn due to his family
background.

Scott’s maternal grandparents, William “Ross” Tapscott and
Patricia (Prince) built their first home on part of Scott’s great-
grandparents farm, Lone Oak Farm on Highway 48, north of
Steeles Avenue. Scott’s great grandparents, William “Bill”
Tapscott and Eileen (Coxworth) farmed the land and raised
Holsteins, quarter horses, and work horses there.

Scott’s paternal great grandparents William Harrison Redshaw
and Florence (Warby), farmed on 19th Avenue just north of the
current Fairgrounds. As close neighbours of the Miller family,
Scott’s grandfather, Murray Redshaw, who married Connie
(Lewis), formed a life-long friendship with Don Miller (President
1991) they became family when Murray married Connie. This is
due to the fact that Connie and Dee Miller are second cousins.
Murray and Don even attended Dickson Hill Public School
together as young boys. The friendship between Murray and
Don extended to Phil and Rob Miller (President 2011) who are
lifelong friends and have run Old MacDonald’s barn jointly for
more than 30 years. The family friendship continues as Scott
and Kristen (Miller) Parsons (Member at Large 2024) now sit on
the board together and share a close friendship.

Twelve years after serving as President, dad Phil is still
contributing his considerable experience as a Director. Scott’s
brother, Jamie also served as a Director for ten years. Scott’s
sister, Kristy volunteered for years at Old Mac’s. Alma Walker
(President 1978) is also part of Scott’s family, Alma is a cousin
to Scott’s grandpa, Murray. The Markham Fair is a very large
part of the Redshaw family.

Scott attended Glad Park Public School, Stouffville District
Secondary School and Centennial College. At Centennial
College Scott studied to become an Automotive Technician,
following in his grandpa Tapscott’s footsteps. Scott apprenticed
at Stouffville Car Clinic and is currently with Miller Paving,
where he has worked for the past eight years. Working for Miller

Paving, Scott holds the position of Mobile Technician and as
such, has, on occasion been required to lie underneath and
repair a snow plow on the side of major highways.

Scott is engaged to be married on June 29th of this year to
Ellen Wood, born in Aurora to Bill and Lori Wood. She is
currently a teacher with York Region District School Board.
Ellen is a volunteer in the Fair Shop as well as Old MacDonald’s
Barn. Although not from a farm family, Ellen enjoys embracing
agriculture both within and outside the fair. Scott and Ellen
reside in the Stouffville area on a property previously owned by
Ellen’s family.

Scott began his involvement with the Fair by participating in the
Baby Contest in 1994. While tagging along with his father Phil

as Kindergarten, Scott announced his goal of becoming the
Markham Fair President! At the age of 30, his approach to the
Presidency reflects his youthful outlook. He also demonstrates
an intimate knowledge of the purpose and operation of the Fair
having been on almost every committee serving diligently and
consistently.

The colours red and white have been chosen by Scott to reflect
our Canadian pride in celebrating the 180th anniversary of the
Fair.

He hopes that attendees, as well as the
organizers and volunteers simply enjoy every aspect of
Markham Fair 2024.
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Markham Fair 1924
By T. Rogers Gardham PP 1977

Considering the speed of change these days doing research on
happenings a hundred years ago seems like reading ancient
history.

The Society’s annual general meeting was held in the town hall
the afternoon of Wednesday, January 16th, 1924 and according
to the Markham Economist and Sun “the old board was re-
elected by acclamation.” Certainly an unusual happening, the
report goes on to say: “ Mr. John Couperthwaite, last year’s vice
president was elected president, G.A.M. Davison promoted from
second vice to first vice president, John M. Gowland stepping
up to second vice.

The 1924 Fair dates are Thursday, Oct.2nd Friday, Oct.3rd, and
Sat. Oct. 4th. The Secretary-Treasurer presented the report as
audited, showing an improved financial position over last year
(1922) as follows:

Readers may recall back in 1917/1918 when the new Fair
building/rink was constructed the contractor went bankrupt. In a
court trial the judge ordered the Fair to pay what was owed for
the building. As part of the Fair’s financial restructuring, Past
President A.J.H. Eckhardt donated shares of Dominion
Manufacturing Co stock to strengthen the Fair’s borrowing
position, from which it was still receiving dividends.

Note to readers: In 1924 Markham Fair was located at the
South-East corner of HWYS #7 & #48.

From the information available the 1924 Fair was held as usual
October 2nd, 3rd, and 4th and was well attended and
successful. Gate receipts were $2,711.59, Grandstand,
$321.45, Cash donations $1,021.29 and Grants $$993, and with
other receipts total income $7,616.58. According to the report in
the MES the president John Couperthwaite was ill and G.A.M.
Davidson, 1st Vice President reported at the annual meeting
that the Fair had achieved success with surplus of over $1000
and he had every confidence that within the next six years the
Society would be free of debt. As chairman of the finance
committee, he commented on the financial statement and
explained several items at length.

It is also interesting to note that in the MES copy of March 27,
1924 that at its meeting of Friday, March 21st “the Fair Board
passed a resolution which the secretary was to forward to
Ottawa requesting the Government to appoint A.J.H. Eckhardt
to the Senate. The Resolution recited to the effect that Mr.
A.J.H. Eckhardt through his generous benevolence and
unfailing interest in Agricultural institutions for many years, had
been a tower of strength to agriculture in the County of York,
and that it was in the interest of agriculture that he receive this
recognition. “The Economist and Sun is heartily in accord with
this resolution”.

In the idea that if you wished success in life when Canada was
a relatively new young Nation the theme was: “Go West Young
Man: Go West”. Well, that was certainly the call in the July 24th
column in MES 40,000 Harvesters will be wanted for the
West this report included that Canadian National Railways were
refurbishing special cars and providing special rates to assist
volunteers garner the wheat crops in the western and Prairie
Provinces. They expected some 20,000 from Eastern Canada
with another 20,000 from the three Prairie Provinces and BC.
The Railway had 400 cars available some, specially designed
as lunch counter cars.

With reflection on the days of the “Spanish Flue” 1918-20 there
were no reports of major outbreaks except for a major outbreak
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of Smallpox in Windsor with 7 deaths reported, but 50 new
cases in process with the Grand Central Hotel being converted
to an Isolation Hospital.

As Tuberculosis was also an active disease of the times a MES
report on Dr. Hore, MOH who visited Gravenhurst where the
Muskoka sanatorium is located. “There is a large hospital with a
garden roof for sunbath treatments and a number of individual
cottages for recovering patients.”

While not attributed to climate change the following note
appeared in the MES in mid-summer that “farmers generally
throughout the central portion of Ontario are meeting with
exceptional weather difficulty in getting through their haying,
heavy rains and unseasonably cloudy weather holding back all
work. Not in years hitherto has haying been prolonged into
August, and while the yield is exceptionally heavy, fully 25
percent has already suffered material damage through storms.
Much of the fall wheat is ripe and farmers are anxiously awaiting
the advent of fine weather before starting cutting.

Another interesting commentary related to the Canadian
National Exhibition celebrating its “46th year and had opening
day gate receipts of $82,500, a new record”, and featured the
following history: “it started in 1879, but really dates back to
1864 when the association was formed; an institution that had
its start with the first fair in Canada, established at Niagara in
1793 when future settlers decided to grow flax for the purpose
of furnishing the raw material for canvas that provided motive
power for the British Navy and Mercantile Marine of that day”.

Although WWI had ended in 1918 there were still concerns
about Germany’s recovery. In this story in MES regarding
“Standard Oil using tramp steamers built in Germany and that
contract prices were considerably lower than those offered by
the United States. Goodness! What with German toys, German
razor blades, German clocks, German cutlery, German Booze,
and German-built steamers the United States is surely helping
the war nation to get back on its feet industrially”.

As this reporter knows from personal experience Markham Fair
has the experience of multiple generations of people many
farmers, community leaders, professional entrepreneurs as
volunteers who in their age and time took personal responsibility
far and above expectation to build a Community Society of
renown that continues to achieve excellence.

Much of the research on these reports comes from information
provided by the gracious people at the Markham Museum. If
you’re new to Markham or haven’t been here “for years” and
want to explore the past that made the present of this great City;
the Museum and its people will intrigue YOU!
